Your age,
race, sexual orientation, gender identity, abilities, doubts and questions are all part of your
story as a beloved child of God, and your whole self is welcome and affirmed here.

If you are a first-time visitor, welcome! We hope you will fill out a Welcome Card from your
seat and drop it in the offering plate when it comes around - we’d love to get to know you! You
are also welcome to communion today.

Live streaming and recording occur at our 9:30 am service. Those who worship online enjoy
seeing people in the sanctuary, so if you are comfortable being on camera, please sit in the
chairs to the right of the altar or close to the piano.

The assisted listening system in our sanctuary is compatible with personal hearing aids with
the setting “T". Portable receivers and headsets are available from an usher.

Children are always welcome in worship. Activities for kids are located on the bookshelf
located at the back of the sanctuary. Childcare is also available at the 9:30 am and 11:00 am
services in our nursery. The nursery is designed for children ages 4 and younger - follow the
overhead sign in the narthex that directs you to the hallway towards the nursery (on the right).

Sunday School for kids aged 3 through 6th grade occurs during our 9:30 am service, and all are
welcome. As Sunday School takes place throughout the building, ask an usher or staff person
where to find your child’s class.

First Reading Jeremiah 31:31-34

The Judeans in Babylon blamed their exile on their ancestors, who had broken the covenant established at Sinai. Here the
prophet looks to a day when God will make a new covenant with the people. There will be no need to teach the law,
because God will write it on their hearts.

*'The days are surely coming, says the LORD, when | will make a new covenant with the house
of Israel and the house of Judah. It will not be like the covenant that | made with their
ancestors when | took them by the hand to bring them out of the land of Egypt—a covenant
that they broke, though | was their husband, says the LORD. **But this is the covenant that | will
make with the house of Israel after those days, says the LORD: | will put my law within them,
and | will write it on their hearts; and | will be their God, and they shall be my people. **No
longer shall they teach one another, or say to each other, “Know the LORD,” for they shall all
know me, from the least of them to the greatest, says the LORD; for | will forgive their iniquity,
and remember their sin no more.

Jesus entered Jerusalem for the last time to celebrate the Passover festival. Here Jesus’ words about seeds planted in the
ground turn the disaster of his death into the promise of a harvest in which everyone will be gathered.

“Now among those who went up to worship at the festival were some Greeks. *’ They came to
Philip, who was from Bethsaida in Galilee, and said to him, “Sir, we wish to see Jesus.” *Philip
went and told Andrew; then Andrew and Philip went and told Jesus. *Jesus answered them,
“The hour has come for the Son of Man to be glorified. **Very truly, | tell you, unless a grain of
wheat falls into the earth and dies, it remains just a single grain; but if it dies, it bears much
fruit. “Those who love their life lose it, and those who hate their life in this world will keep it for
eternal life. Whoever serves me must follow me, and where | am, there will my servant be
also. Whoever serves me, the Father will honor.

“”“Now my soul is troubled. And what should | say—'Father, save me from this hour'? No, it is
for this reason that | have come to this hour. **Father, glorify your name.” Then a voice came
from heaven, “I have glorified it, and | will glorify it again.” *The crowd standing there heard it
and said that it was thunder. Others said, “An angel has spoken to him.” **Jesus answered, “This
voice has come for your sake, not for mine. *'"Now is the judgment of this world; now the ruler
of this world will be driven out. **And |, when | am lifted up from the earth, will draw all people
to myself.” **He said this to indicate the kind of death he was to die.

This is the Gospel of the Lord.
